Pursuant to F.O.I.A, request is made for a copy of the rules and regulations that the
United States Attorney General was required to promulgate for "Disqualification
of offrcers and employees of the Deparhnent of Justicd', pursuant to 28 USC $528.
This includes whether such rules and regulations "provide that a willful violation
of any provision thereof shall result in removal from office". For your convenience,
a copy of 28 USC $528 is annexed hereto.

Additionally, request is made for records and/or information pertaining to the
jurisdiction of the Public Integrity Section of the Justice Department's Criminal
Division, as well as of the U.S. Attorneys, to investigate and prosecute state
governmental comrption which, because it involves high-ranking and powerful state

officials and state agencies, is not investigated and prosecuted on the state level.

$ 527. Estoblishrnent of working capital fund
There is hereby authorized to be esLablished a

working capifal fund for the Department of Jus-
tice, which shall be available, rvit.liout, fiscal year
linritation, for expenses and equiprnent necessary
for nraintenance and operations of such adrninistra-
tive services as the Attorney General, with the
approval of the Office of Managernent and lludget,
deterrnines nray be perforrned more advantageous-
ly as centrnl services. I'he capital of the fund shall
consist of ihe amount of the fair and reasonable
value bf such inventories, equiprirent, irntl -otlier:

assets and invenLories on order perLainirrg to tlre
services to be carried on by the fund as the Attor-
ney General rnay trausfer to the fund less related
liabilities and unpaid obligations together with any
appropriations nlade for lhe purpose of providing
capital. The fund shall be reirrtbursed or credited
witlr advance llayments fronr applicable appropria-
tions and funds of the Departrnent of Justice, oLher
Federal agencies, and other sources authorized by
law for supplies, nraterials, and services at rates
which will recover the expenses of operations in-
cluding accrual of annual leave and depreciation of
plnnt arrd equiprnetrt of the fr.rrrtl. The fund slrall
also be credited with oLher receipts ft'otrt sale or
exchange of property or iu paynrent for loss or
darnage lo property held by the fund. 'l'here shall
be transferred into the 'Ireasury as rniscellaneous
receipts, as of the close of each fiscal year, any nel
incorne aft.er rnaking provisions for prior year loss-
es, if any.

Tlre Attorney General shall prornulgate rules and
regulations which require the disqualification of
any officer or employee of tlre Departrnent of Jus-
Lice, including a United States atlorney 0r a merrl-
ber of such attorney's staff, frorn parlicipation in a
particular investigation or prosecution if such par-
ticipation rnay result in a personal, financial, or
political conflict of interest, or tlre appearance
thereof. Such rules and regulations rnay provide
that a rvillful violation of any provision tlrereof
slrall result. in removal from office.
