Motion by Doris Sassower for stay denied.

Motion by Elena Sassower to vacate the decision and order of the White Plains
City Court dated July 3, 2008 and its final judgment entered'July 21, 2008, and for other
relief denied.

Motion by Elena Sassower seeking in effect to stay enforcement of the final
judgment entered July 21, 2008 is granted and enforcement of the final judgment is
stayed pending hearing and determination of the appeal on condition that the appeal is
perfected on or before December 5, 2008.
