NOT erroneous or in need of correction, however, are the referred-to & linked complaints that CJA filed 
against the legislators – and later today I will forward you an e-mail about them for inclusion on the 
agenda of tomorrow’s 4 pm meeting of the Assembly Judiciary Committee with its Davis Polk attorneys, 
retained – at substantial taxpayer expense -- to assist the Committee in “determining whether evidence 
exists to support a finding that the Governor has engaged in conduct which merits impeachment under 
the New York State Constitution and under the laws of the State of New York”, with a direction “to 
examine all credible allegations”.
